4. FORWARDS

There are two types to watch for, wingers and real forwards:

4.1 Wingers are a sub-breed who are often surprised to learn that the white spherical object is not simply something to be chased out of play but should ideally be stopped and passed on to a person wearing the same colour shirt. Wingers treat each game as an excuse to run up and down the sideline chasing things while carrying a stick in their hands - interrupted occasionally by the whistle.

4.2 Real forwards are egotistical mercenaries who will do anything (yes, anything) for glory. Forwards spend a lot of time attempting and failing to effect minute deflections into the goal of balls hit towards them. The success or failure of these deflections is entirely random, but the head-clutching when it goes wrong and the smug pride when it just happens to fall right gives us a clear insight into the deep personal inadequacies of forwards. Forwards rarely try to score goals with anything other than a full-blooded hit, so that the speed and venom of the ball will distract everyone from their essential lack of directional control, or at the very least hurt someone.

Telltale sign: has a deep need to be admired, combined with very little reason to be.
