Matters Arising:

Finals series went very well.

Umpires to be paid before half time

30 rule books to be purchased before the next season commences (Mark & Greg to organise)

Motion: Umpires to be given a rule book – one free rule book each year and $25 reimbursement for Hockey Victoria umpires shirt when produced in evidence and NOP qualifications noted.

General Business:

Newsletter to sent to clubs at the beginning of the season.

Motion: Umpires with current NOAS accreditation for umpiring –  are required to umpire at least 4 matches in a season in the GVHA must supply name and contact details to be available for umpiring commitments then $25 will be reimbursed to the umpire who has purchased a Hockey Victoria umpires shirt with logo in any 3 year period. (Passed).  Amendment:  We could seek sponsorship to buy umpires shirts.
Umpires:  $10 for a person to travel to umpire is not enough remuneration.  GVHA to put in towards the costs by way of the canteen funds.

Badged Umpires:  $20 with a current NOAS certificate to be produced in evidence.  This came back from clubs previously as too expensive for clubs to pay extra amount for umpires.  Association will have to make a decision to increase umpires fees.

Proposal:  Increase umpires NOAS fees to $20 on presentation of evidence.

To go to clubs for a decision
Funds could come from canteen proceeds to subsidise umpires fees.  No cash to come from canteen – they would have to be paid by cheque.  Young umpires would want their money in cash.

Proposal:  A subcommittee be set up comprising of Mark Burgemeister, Ian Wright and Scott McWilliam to unify umpires to be held in early February.

Karla McKinlay has trouble umpiring her own club and would like to do more umpiring.  Need to ask another club to umpire games during the season.

Learner umpires need to wear a different colour shirt.

Bylaws:  Draft to be sent out to clubs.  Needs to be fixed up before the season starts.

Fixture Book:  Hard copy with bylaws – on the internet as well

Mooroopna Hockey Club will be running Presentation Night and Twilight Competition in the 2005 season.

Keys:  Outlying clubs should have 1 set and Shepparton / Mooroopna clubs should have 2 sets.

Twilight:  4 junior half field teams

30 – 40 children  with 25 new players

6 senior teams with mixed senior / junior players with both male & female players

Full credit to the Strikers Club for their efforts with Twilight this year.

Incomplete score sheets cause problems for the score recorder.  New score sheets will be printed for the 2005 season.
Field registrations will be added to score sheets to save further correspondence.

Half Field:  Rules to be in fixture book and in first newsletter. 

Half field to start at the beginning of the season in line with when hockey starts for juniors and seniors.

Minkey could be held on Friday nights to ease field use.

Half field should be exposed to other forms of hockey.

Schools could be asked to put in teams but playing space is a problem.
